Bicycle and quad bike 
accidents: Dislocated 
shoulders, fractures, spinal 
and head injuries
(longest claim - 730 days)

Crime-related injuries: Gun 
shot and stab wounds, 
stress
(longest claim - 258 days)

Animal bites: Lacerations, 
cellutitis, septicaemia, 
amputation
(longest claim - 129 days)

sports injuries, shower 
slips, ladder accidents...
